From the analysis of feedback collected from the students it was observed that 

 92% and 87% are highly satisfied with access Library and information provided 

on college website respectively. 

 86%, 85%, 86% and 78% are highly satisfied with the basic amenities of the 

college like classrooms, Laboratories, toilet and drinking water facilities. 

 75% of students are highly satisfied with co curricular activities of the college. 

 82%, 85%, 84% and 92% are highly satisfied with effective communication 

between student and teacher, extent of interaction during the classes, Punctuality 

and regularity of teacher and regularity of taking classes.
